We have finally moved into our newly refurbished, modernised and renovated
building, we have developed an innovative youth work programme and the Centre has
transformed itself with new energy and purpose.  We have new activities and opportunities, in

particular our healthy cooking in our training kitchen is proving popular; music production in our purpose built
studio has taken off with enthusiasm; Thai kick boxing in our mirrored fitness gym has been inspirational;
‘Breakdance’ and ‘Streetdance’ in our sprung floor dance studio has widened the imagination and rock climbing using
our modern certified indoor wall has demonstrated will and perseverance. The numbers of young people attending and
engaged in our youth work programme has increased by over 200%.

PARTNERSHIPS
Our partnership with others continues to grow, for example, with the tenants and residents from the Arnold and
surrounding estates we have developed a local youth forum to combat crime and anti-social behaviour, to better enable
young people’s involvement in decision making and to enable their voices to be heard; we are working with ‘Shoreditch
Spa’ in the development of our ‘healthy cooking, healthy eating’ sessions and with ‘Cricket for Change’ for cricket
coaching; we are working with the communications and social marketing company ‘FORSTER for Change’ to obtain
feedback and opinions from young people on issues from mental health to obesity, drug and alcohol use to sustainable
transport. We are working with the award winning StreetVibes organisation in the development of our music studio and we
are working locally with Southwark’s Youth Inclusion Service in the development of a
girls’ only ‘streetdance’ class and with their Early Intervention Team to provide ongoing
support and resilience building activities for young people referred to us by them. We
have registered with ASDAN and UK Youth in the development of an exciting range of
Youth Challenge and Youth Achievement Awards. 

Other ongoing partnerships include our work with Training for Life without whom we
would not have a contemporary building and also with the Jack Petchey Awards and
London Youth to open up new opportunities, experiences and activities for young people.

Our Fisher Boxing Club led by our Boxing Coach Steve Hiser continues to grow from
strength to strength and we recently held a hugely successful youth boxing tournament in
our new modernised sports hall attracting over 350 local people and visitors.

As this newsletter shows, it’s all go.
